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MODEL 800 OPERATION

The SEL button selectswhat isto be displayed on the four digit window and the CTL button controlswhat is
being displayed. Pressing select sequentially selects GMT, Local Time, Elapsed Time and back to GMT.

The control button startsand resets Elapsed Time when momentarily pushed.Normal operation of the M800
cannot accidentally reset time.

Setting GMT

Select GMT for display in the four digit window with the SEL button. Smultaneously press both the select and
control buttonsto enter the set mode. The tens of hoursdigit will start flashing. The control button hasfull
control of the flashing digit and each button push incrementsthe digit. Once the tensof hours isset the
select button selectsthe next digit to be set. After the last digit has been selected and set with the control
button,afinal push of the select button exitsthe set mode. The lighted annunciator will resumeitsnormal
flashing,indicating the GMT clock isrunning.

Setting LT

Select Local Time, LT, using the SEL button. Smultaneously push the SEL and CTL buttonsto enter set
mode. The tensof hoursdigit will start flashing. The set operation isthe same asfor GMT, except that
minutes are already synchronized with the GMT clock and cannot be set in Local Time.

Test Mode
Hold the SEL button for three secondsand the display will indicate 88:88 and activate all four annunciators

Elapsed Time Count Up

Select Et for display. Pressing the CTL button will start ET counting.Elapsed Time countsup to 59 minutes,
59 seconds,and then switchesto hoursand minutes. It continues counting up to 99 hoursand 59 minutes.
Pressing the CTL button again resetsto zero.

Elapsed Time Count Down

Select ET for display and enter by pressing both buttons. The countdown timer can now be set. Entering
thetimeisidentical to GMT time setting. When the time isentered and thelast digitisno longer flashing
the clockisready to start the countdown. Momentarily pressing the CTL button startsthe countdown.
When the count reacheszero the display flashes and the external alarm is activated. Pressing either SEL
or CTL will deactivate the alarm.ET continues counting up until the CTL button ispressed.
